Brad was a humble humanitarian with a large heart,
who positively impacted the lives of others. He was a
brilliant political strategist and an integral visionary.
Brad was about doing the right thing, not necessarily
the easy thing. When faced with any challenge, his
mantra was, “Find a Way.”
